The idea that our mental states and internal
organs are connected is deeply ingrained in our
culture. It’s even present in our language. For
example, have you ever had a gut feeling about
something or a visceral reaction to something?
Traditional Chinese medicine has claimed for
many years that there are connections between
emotions and internal organs. Modern Western
medicine doesn’t make these connections explicit.
However, recent studies have shown that our
emotional state can impact the well-being of
certain internal systems. These findings carry
implications for how we maintain our emotional
and physical health. One example of this is the
gut-brain connection. Most of us know that the
bacteria in our gut help process food. But did you
know that they also produce chemicals called
neurotransmitters? These neurotransmitters serve
to regulate your mood. But the gut-brain
connection goes the other way, too; stress can have
a negative effect on gut bacteria, too. It can
become a vicious cycle. A disturbed gut can affect
our mood, and in turn, our bad mood can affect our
gut health, and so on. Negative mental states can
have an impact on our heart, too. A condition
called stress cardiomyopathy, also known as
“broken heart syndrome,” can be triggered by
emotional events, such as the death of a loved one.

This is a condition in which intense physical or
emotional stress affects blood pressure and blood
chemistry. This can increase the risk of heart
attack or stroke.
